A diverse student body enhances the educational 
experience at MSOE. Up to six students will receive the $5,000 
Diversity Excellence Endowed Scholarship. Applicants may be 
considered for renewal for up to four years. 
 

Criteria 
1. Be a qualified, full-time student with academic status as a freshman 

in the fall of the upcoming Academic Year. 
2. Complete the FAFSA. 
3. Be a United States citizen or permanent resident. 
4. Must have a minimum high school GPA of 3.00 on a 4.00 grading 

scale. 
5. Preference will be given to students from underrepresented 

racial/ethnic minorities. 
6. Preference will be given to students with financial need as defined 

by federal regulations. 
7. Preference will be given to first-generation college students. 
8. Student must maintain full time status, a 2.5 MSOE GPA and meet 

SAP requirements to be considered for scholarship renewal.
